Computer Class

Computer classes at ACS teach a variety of skills to help students be technologically prepared to succeed in the future.  Our focus is mainly on developing and mastering the ability to correctly and adequately type and to becoming proficient in various Microsoft Office software.  Classes will be taught sequentially and will build on previously learned skills.      

Kindergarten: 

Students will be introduced to using a computer and learn basic skills.  They will also begin to learn the correct way to type.  They will begin to type using the homerow and using all their fingers. They will practice these skills in Type To Learn Jr. Students will also use Kid Pix to learn developmentally appropriate skills.  Kid pix is a child friendly program that introduce skills that can later be transferred to Microsoft Office. 

1st - 2nd Grade:  

Students will further develop their basic skills in using a computer.  They will review the correct way to type, and will practice the correct form.  Students will also learn developmentally appropriate skills in Microsoft Office primarily in Microsoft Word.

3rd - 5th Grade: 

Students will practice and begin to master their typing skills using Type To Learn 3.  Students will also learn developmentally appropriate skills in Microsoft Office expanding their knowledge in Microsoft Word and begin learning how to use Excel and Powerpoint

6th - 8th Grade:  

Students will hone their typing skills and strive to master the correct way to type using Type To Learn 3.  Students will begin learning how to use advanced skills in Microsoft Office as well as learning website development and media editing.
